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ABSTRACT

The study "Property Rights and Women EmpowermenC#8e Study of
Gaindakot VDC-8, Nawalparasi)" has been carried aaing primary source
of data collected from Gaindakot V.D.C. in Nawalgsr District, where

included 70 respondents.

Gaindakot Village Development Committee (VDC) lies Nawalparasi
District. This is located in Western DevelopmengiBe of Nepal. It lies in
Lumbini zone and its district headquarter is Parbaraar. It is situated on the
bank of Narayani River, is a neighbor of Chitwastdct and is connected to

Narayangarh of Chitwan by Narayani Bridge.

The study is limited to Gaindakot V.D.C.-8 of Ngveahsi District. The objectives of
the study are: To find out the situation of progestvnership of womer.o find out

the knowledge, attitude and practice of women’gprty right. To find out the
attitude of women on parental property right witkspect to the socio-

economic characteristics.

The research design adopted in this study has lee@foratory as well as
descriptive types. The purpose of this researcio idescribe the situation of
property rights and women empowerment. The totauddbold of ward
number eight of Gaidakot VDC is considered as thaarse of the study.
There are 586 Household. The sampling frame isgrexp by listing the total
number of household information. There are 1,707ale population aged 16
years and above. The quantative data were collettenigh the structure and
semi structure gquestionnaire. Percent, distributibbequency tables and cross
tables are used to describe the demographic stamewledge and women

empowerment of respondents.

The majority of respondents 47.14 percent are ir296age group and few
respondents 10 percent are 45 and above age growp84.29 percent are

married and 5.71 percent are unmarried and widow 40 percent.



Base on property ownership of respondents out ofré&pondents 61.43
percent have at least any property. Property ownigrsespondents, majority
are in Brahmin/Chetri ethnicity. Knowledge abouiséirg property law 15.71

percent are unknown on the issue. 62.86 perceporegents are in the view of
equal opportunity in economic decision, among tmeajority of respondents

are service sector which occupied 27.27, houseXfifpercent, business 20.46,
agriculture 18.18 and students 9.09 percent. Buy @7.14 percent can get

equal opportunity in decision.

There is drastic variation in the responses of agnent with the issue of
women’s access over property between married, unetkand widow women.
There is also variation according their occupatibstatus. Most of the women
are well known about the existing legal provisidosvards equal property
right says that it helps to improve the status ome&n however negligible are

against about it.

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CHAPTER-
INTRODUCTION
1.1 Background of the Study

The term property refers to the assets and cashatbaunder the authority or
disposal of a person. Property is measured asdacaior of living standard of
a person. Like such women’s property right refershie assets and cash that
are under the authority of women which is not amhgler by her but also can
exchange or buy and sell. Commonly property incduldeuse, land, livestock,
Jewelleries, cash, land, deposits shares and kbe Il theoretically the life
liberty, reputations all are referred to the prop@&f an individual. The Civil
Code 2010 also defines the property as immovaAlhd) and moveable
(Chal) things. The immovable property refers to the |ammlise and other fixed
assets and moveable includes all the property ¢xeepovable. (Lamichhane,

2011).

The classical succession rule of Nepal was entpatyilinear. It was based on
Hindu religion. The woman was excluded from inkarde and succession.
Preference was not given to daughter, wife and widm the matter of

economic transaction and the disposition of theerty. Mostly, the economic

transaction was done by the males.

Women face multiple inequalities. They are discnated against in laws, act
and economically by limitations on their accessdsources. Although they
formally enjoy equal political rights as citizeribgy are discriminated against
regarding citizenship and nationality. Further tlaeg not able to avail even the
available rights fully because of inequalities imetsocial and economic
spheres. They are unable to avail themselves afatidmal opportunities or to

move ahead in public sphere. Efforts to promote worto decision-making



positions have been marginal. However, the newadatibn by parliament on

these issues will be shaped legally is yet to ea.se

Due to the economic dependency women are subjéatexberience domestic
violence, psychological domination, polygamy ekaf(e, 2003, FWLD, 2001)
women contribute almost all equal labour force twlé¢ of them as economic
resources always has been underestimated in déawvglopuntries like Nepal.
The economic contribution of women is assumed tonbgonal economy.
Women’s access to resources land property andsaaseseriously limited due
to discriminatory laws regarding inheritance prayeright. Furthermore
ultimate decision making is not made with concerthe women without male
approval so called decision become non-functionmafo's access to resource
and means of production such as land, livestocgitalagoods etc. gives a
resource base for women’s exercise of autonomy iadeépendence, which
contributes significantly to help them make theamnodecision with respect to

their private lives such as age at marriage. (Thdac2004)

Recently changes in discriminatory laws were madestiy through the
Eleventh Amendments of the Country Code of Nep263] and its guarantees
importantly, women’s right to property, rights inamiage and family life
besides other rights. But discrimination still rensgaamongst the daughters on

the basis of marital status in partition and irgésproperty. (Acharya, 2004)
1.2 Statement of the Problem

Our society is patriarchal society where men aresicered as superior in
society which is run by a defective value systetheathan the laws of the
nation. Women are denied of the right to libertguaity and property along
with other rights. So, they make rules and regoietiand cover all most of the

public sphere not only earn money but also cordvelr power. Thus, females



are deprived from all of the rights such as ecomoraducational, health,
decision making etc. The situation of women in digwieg country like Nepal
is worst than in the developed ones. Still at thgifning of the 2% century,
due to tradition, illiteracy, and ignorance povedgyd superstitious, women
have been treated as second class citizens. Tiveyléss prestige, power and

privileges than male counterparts in the sociefyrétl, 2009).

Women comprise half of the country which is the45percent of the total
population. (CBS, 2011). Among them only 10.8 petdeousehold reported
some land in female legal ownership. Similarly oblg percent household had
some house in women’s name, 7.2 percent housebptdted female livestock
ownership despite multiple credit institutions &trgg and finding this activity
for women. Overall only 0.6 percent of the housdhwd all three; house, land
and livestock in women’s name. Remain 74.5 peroemtomen had not access
to any of the property. These figures speak fomgwves to believe the
argument that women have equal access to propetheihousehold. They do

have use of property but no ownership. (NPR, 2069).

The government of Nepal has brought many of pdieed strategies to focus
women but in reality the condition of women islstil pitiable plight. The
above report revealed that most of the women apeivaEl from access of

property right and other opportunities too.

Only 17.7 percent of women are involved in non-agture employment other
remaining 50.6 percent of women are involved inicdiure. The literacy
status of women is only 57 percent where as mteaby is 75 percent (CBS,

2011).

Women who comprise half of the population of therdoy have always been

involved in development but they are still marginedl from the opportunities



such as economic resources, property, income aptbgment as well as other
resources. The government of Nepal has participatetl committed on the
declaration of the world women’s conference heldBeaijing in 1995 and to
ensure equal involvement for women. Despite thid foman’s role in the

society has not significantly improved.

So that the issue of women’s empowerment as weflgaty right are limited in
conversation, articles, writing and statements oifllgere is no equality in
actual practice. Workloads of household are notakgand proportionally
shared by men and women. Though it is said tha@alemre given equal
chance but in reality, they are not equally treatethoth in government and
non-government sectors. On the present contextegeequality is sweet in

conversation but bitter in reality.

Above the intimate situation are extremely all ottee nation as well as my
study area in Gaindakot also. An attempt has beadento scrutinize the
situation and problem related to women’s propeigits and their effects in
women empowerment. Now a days the issue of womengist as well

women’s property right is made a discussion tapicvarious workshops,
seminars etc. But it is not implemented properlyiactice. So, this study has

intended to analyze the following aspects.

1. What are the knowledge, attitude and practice & wWomen'’s
property right?
2. What types of problems are faced due to being waomenciety and

family as well?

3. How many educated women are empowered and haveesiext to

take their rights?

men’s perception as well as the property ownersitiyation of women.

CHAPTER-II

REVIEW OF LITERATURE

2.1 Theoretical Review

“All human beings are born free with equal dignitydarights is the basic
theme of UN Declaration of Human Rights (UNDHR).eféfoe there should
not be any discrimination in terms of color, castge and sex or any other
socially created provisions to gain opportunitidf. people should have the

right to develop their full potential. (ILO, 2010)

Thus, equitable distribution of property and rigimhong its entire people is a
prerequisite and basic condition to be a just aenelbped nation. There are
number of a concept that theoretically and praltyicteals with the power to

control over the property.
2.1.1 Endowment and Exchange Entitlement Theory

Endowment refers to the ownership of asset andviohaal labour power.
Assets can be of varied type: cash balances armd ftfance assets, productive
assets such as land equipments buildings or ligkstmuse consumer durables
and store of food and other products etc. Thetghii work is an important

asset in its own right. (Sen, 1981)

Entitlement is the common that people can exert ge®ds in two ways, by
using their own resources in direct production puubing them to buy and sell

in the market (ibid).

Thus this approach captures the combined effectvoing resources and being

able to use them in production or trade to comngowts. Someone may own



assets and have labour power i.e., have endowrBentt is not certain that

they will have ability to exert over those assets.

Sen, furthermore distinguishes different forms ofitkments, which are as

follows:

a. Trade based entitlement: one is entitled to owntwire obtains by

trading something one owns with willing party.

b. Production based entitlement: one is entitled to awhat one gets by

arranging production using owned resources.

c. Own labour entitlement: one is entitled to one’sndabour power to the
trade based and the production based entitlemé&tedeto one’s labour

power.

d. Inheritance and transfer entitlement: one is etitb own assets what is

willingly given to one by another who legitimatedwns it.
2.1.2 Women and Development-Gender and Development Strategy

In the second development decade of UN (1970-#)rtegrating Women-In-
Development (WID) movement expanded rapidly retegiop between women
and men were the main focus of analysis. WID hasegaender tremendous

change in its policy approaches.

1. Welfare approach to women (1950s -1970s but skilely used).

2. Equity approach (1975-85 attempts to adopt it durine women’s
decade).

3. Anti-poverty approach (1970s onwards often dubledsecond WID
approach).

4. Efficiency approach (post-1980s, now most popubguraach).



5. Empowerment approach (1975 onward: accelerateach@li980s, still

limited popularity).

According to Caroline Moser Equity is the original WID approach. Its
purpose is to gain equity for women in the devekunprocess. It recognizes
women’s triple role, strategic gender, and diretats intervention, giving
political and economic autonomy to women, and redudnequality with

men”, (Moser, 1993)

Anti-poverty element is recognized as a second Véiiproach; it links
economic inequality of women to poverty rather tharfemale subordination
and tends to meet practical approach. Female rieezfyn an income, through
small-scale income generating projects. It is wid@lracticed by Non-

Governmental Organizations (NGOs).

The efficiency approach aims, to ensure that dgwveémnt is more efficient and
effective through women’s economic contribution. Mém’s participation is
equated with equity for women (Moser, 1993). Itumsss that women are
under-used in labour force, which can be exploigdlow cost and that
women'’s time is elastic and can be stretched ttudlectasks that fall upon

them as a result of declining social services.

Empowerment is the most recent approach, artiaillageThird World Women
and widely popular in this region. This approacm as to empower women
through greater self-reliance. Women’s subordimaig seen not only as the

problem of men but also of colonial and neocoloof@bression (ibid).

None of these WID approach actually integrated womedevelopment epoch.
Several studies projected that existing effort thees effect of marginalizing

women’s needs and concerns. Then, women begarvébogenew visions and

strategies with a view to the construction of a engreople centered

development model.

Woman-And-Development (WAD) approach emerged inléie 1970s, as an

alternative to integrate of WID policy. WAD is bassen following assumption.

1. Struggle against the system of inequality betweem rand women
can't be separated from the struggle of those wie @oor and

powerless.

2. Women’s position will be improved only when intetioaal and

national structure becomes more equitable (Shresgta).

Both WID and WAD policy approach tended to integratomen into income
generating activities simply “added on” to pre-érig development trend. In
1980s developmental agencies have to think thetemdled marginalization of
women by development programmes, which finally dtgye new arguments or
women to emphasize that “need to mainstreamingat Thto bring women'’s
issue into the mainstream policies programmes aogegs. Formally after
Nairobi 1985 period, “mainstreaming” came to replatintegration” as

strategy.

The integration of women has been accompanied bysthft in few from
women to gender since 1985. Hence, new Gender-Angibpment (GAD)

emerged in contrast to WID and WAD.

GAD is emerging as a progressive approach to dpwedot from women’s
perspectives and experience. Its origins are Tk¥akld women'’s learning
from efforts made to integrate them into mainstredg@velopment and the
growing efforts of women from both North and Sothdevelop alternative
analysis and actions. It is part of the large wofkcreating an alternative

development model for a world view, which moves drely on economist

analysis to include environmental, sustainable apdlitative (personal,

ethical, cultural) aspects in its definition of eéépment (CCIC, 1991).

The GAD approach, thus, seeks to impress upon wansebordination and it
focuses on the social construction of gender, toesee development through
the relationship between men and women. Insteag@ngbhasizing on the
problem of excluding women from the developmentcpss, it stresses on the
critical issue of unequal relations of power betwamen and women that
prevents women'’s full participation and preventaigdple development. GAD
approach tries to empower women with the goal afitale and sustainable

development.
2.2 Empirical Literature

Since the time of Janga Bahadur, definite rules meglilations concerning
daughter’s righty to inheriviuluki Ain 1910 up taMuluki Ain 1990 amended,
an unmarried daughter who is above the 35 yearagefshall obtain equal
share as brothers obtain from the parental propéftyshe married after
obtaining parental property she can take her shareer husband’s house.

(Kandel, 2001)

According toMuluki Ain of 1962 a daughter is debarred from the share of
parental property while the son has the birth righproperty. An unmarried
daughter below the age of 35 has right to obtairmiage expanses during the
rime of her brother’s separation. But daughterralmve the age 35 years has
right to receive half share of paternal propertythe daughter marries after
inheriting the parental property, she has to relisiq the property after

deduction the 10 percent marriage cost. (ibid)

The daughters below the age of 35 have no rigthéoproperty of the parent

except marriage cost and the cost of maintenaficendly remain at father’s

home. ExcepbDaijo (Dowry), the daughter after marriage can get mottirom

her parent and she becomes the partner of her maisharoperty. (ibid)

The position of married women regarding the matérproperty right is
improved by the  amendment of the present civil code of 1963. ltived a

woman to live separately from her husband underesoonditions (ibid).

According to Nepal's Interim Constitution 2063, @ndthe women’s right

following points are included:
1. No women shall be discrimination as being women0(A2

2. Every woman shall have reproductive rights and aeépctive health

(A20.2).

3. No woman shall be physically, mentally or any otherys tortured or

victimized. Such acts shall be punishable by lawhefland (A20.3).

4. There shall be equal share of the inheritance ptpge sons and

daughters (A20.4)

In the same constitution, under the equal rightethe also include: for the
same work of male and female no discrimination W& done in work and

social security. (Nepal’s Interim Constitution, 200

Recent amendments to the Country Code of Nepal imapeoved women’s

access to property other than land. Unmarried daugmow have the right to
ancestral property (other than land) irrespectiveage, whereas previous
conditions required that they be above the age %f Gonvention on the
Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination againgfomen (CEDAW) reports

ongoing restrictions in relation to women’s indegemnt use of their property:
women are often required to receive permission feormale relative before

disposing of any immovable property. (Pandey, 2009)
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Today, women in Nepal can enjoy their right to intheroperty from birth. But
when they marry any property will be returned te garent's family. The new
law establishes a wife's equal right to her huslsameperty immediately after
marriage, rather than after she reaches 35 yeaageobr has been married for
15 years as before. A widow's right to claim hearshof property from the
joint family after the death of her husband, andidge this property even if she

gets re-married, is now also established in lavd)ib

Women carry a triple burden in society as a motpeducer and worker. She
contributes directly to consistence and incomeaasother and a wife, she
cares for the family member and children. As a comity worker she gives all
her leisure hours and labour to society. As foraamnen’s access to property
and modern avenues of education, skill developrmeamd knowledge is

concerned. Nepalese women in general lag far beher (Acharya, 2004).

The absence of property right to women and uneguodl conditional right to
property given to women creates the environmembaiplete lack of access to
resources for them permission of daughter is nquired for transaction of
property that members are supposed to be headse dhinily and they have
also right to mobilize ancestral property. Womerihie family have very little
share in the mobilization of household resourcebeifT participation in

decision-making process is negligible. (Malla, 2000

In the context of Asia very great majority of womare made landless by
unequal divorce and inheritance laws. That law tthem access to land owned
by men. In the Middle East, women have no legakpehdence. They must
have men to act as “guardian” and affect all thegal transaction including
buying and transferring goods and making credit doan application.

(Pokharel, 2001)
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The International Conference on Population and R¢weent was end with

deep concern on empowerment of women for whichptileies are suggested
to eliminate all sorts of discrimination and torfyithe women into a main
stream of politics and decision making in the caest In this respect, girls are
the focal point and the actions are called to redine girl’'s mortality, son

preference, and discriminating behavior in hombapetand society. It further
recognized that the harmonious partnership of nmehveomen depends upon
knowledge, attitude and behaviors. Therefore, ttimm@s to make males more

responsible are also being called. (UN, 1994)

The status of women is defined in terms of theiritabor sexual status; the
right to ‘Ansha (share) is fragile, temporary and imperfect. A man is
entitled to her husband’s property not as an indéeet co-partner but because
she is his wife. What she receives in termsAokhafrom her husband is
governed by the continuation of the marital relatath her husband. She can
only continue to hold the right tAnshauntil she remains chaste or sexually
faithful to the husband. She is uncompromisingly astrictly prohibited to
have sexual relation with any man other than hebhand, failure to maintain
which deprives her of the right #dnsha A daughter is not entitled tAnsha
because she gets her status changed by marriageunider the existing legal
system, once she reaches an age of 35 years, shétied toAnshabecause
the general presumption is that the chance of dhgnger status through

marriage then becomes almost rare. (Malla, 2009)

The position of Nepalese women is still charactstias disadvantaged, under
privileged and subordinated. Women still have takvor longer hours than
men and their opinion are still under valued. Offieth®@ main causes that

renders the low status of women is that they arduded from the decision
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making process in all household matters to thecpoformulation level.

(Koirala, et.al, 2004)

The deep-rotted cultural issues and structuragjicals and other values to son
against the daughter, generally in Hindu culturenihate rural areas in Nepal.
As a direct result women have to struggle to s@rvivan environment where
they perform subordinate role. They live under magesubordinate (father,
brother before marriage, husband after marriage, after the death of the
husband) all their life, as they are economicakgpehdent on them due to

existing property law structure. (Malla, 2001)

Women in Nepal, as elsewhere, hold triple work oesgbility of reproduction,
production and community management. However remtoh isn’t treated as
work and house holding is not considered as priedigbb at least by the state
organs. Women suffer from discriminatory practides opportunities for
education, personal mobility which is required agoothers for skill
development and independent decision-making isiggstricted. Women in
Nepal works for longer hours than men although Hawest opportunities to
gainful employment and posses extremely limitedpprty right. Lack of
access, control over property, mainly landed priypg&romen are deprived

from decision making about the household incom&SNC, 2008).

Dr. Baburam Bhattrai describes that historicallycigb development is
interrelated with private property. Patriarchal figgnthe origin of the state
male oriented property holdings and headed systeitth@ major causes of

gender discrimination and backwardness of womemitidi, 1998).

Due to Nepal is still running under the strong faislic social values and
norms there were no clear provisions regarding Mspavomen and property

right until 1975. Following the international de@#ton 1975, which was the
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International Women’s Year, the Nepali governmemigdn to celebrate
International Women’s Day or"&f March. That the same year civil code was
amended and a clause on women'’s inheritance ampeégyaight included. The
clause states that if a woman remains unmarrietdoupb years of age, she
would have a right to inherit property. However gimendment limits itself as
it continues "if she gets marriage after havingperty that should be returned

back to the brothers by deducting the marriage 'cfbtd)

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3.3 Universeand Sample

The total Household of ward number eight of GaidakbC is considered as
the universe of the study. There are 586 Houselidid sampling frame is
prepared by listing the total number of househofdrmation. There are 1,707
female population aged 16 years and above. Thewaldepopulations are
considered as the sampling unit. Each of the ferpajmilation aged 15 years
and above listing by alphabetical order by theimea From the list of
alphabetical order sampling frame, out of total S86usehold only 70
households are drawn by using the lottery methdowi replacement, where
two or more female are select in sample from samousdhold.

3.4 Selection to the Study Area

Gaindakot Village Development Committee consist8 efards where ward no
8 has been selected for this study. This localityainded by Chitwan district
in east and south, Tanahun in north and MukundapdrRatanpur are in west.
The population of this VDC was 34,805 which corsi0.26 percent female
and 49.74 percent male. The total population ofdwar 8 was 3422 and 586
households. Out of them female population was BV male population was
1715. In terms of religion we find people followikiindu, Buddhist, Christian
and Muslim on the basis of religious believers we fthree major castes;
Brahmins, Chhetri and Newar.

3.5 Nature and Sour ces of Data

This study is based on primary and secondary ddie.secondary data are
used as complementary which are obtained from @urarticle, books
previous studies, survey report and other report.

3.6 Data Collection Procedure

At first researcher explains the purpose of thé& wasthe respondent after that
explained the detail about the purpose of the rebeand selected the
respondent. The quantative data were collectedigfirahe structure and semi
structure questionnaire.

3.7 Data Analysis

Women’s power on decision making is reflected bgirtlsocial economic as
well as political affairs such as decision abouwtirtthousehold expenditure,
family education, as well as their political invelment in the society are the
means of measuring women'’s decision making powethis study has tried to

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CHAPTER-V

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONSAND SUGGESTIONS

The main purpose of this chapter is to summarieestindy and also to point

out the major findings of the study.
5.1 Summary of the Findings

Gender discrimination between male and femalellpsevailing by someway

in all over the world in both developed and deveigpcountries. In general,
gender discrimination is more in undeveloped coestand societies. Due to
the traditional social and cultural structure, latkeducation or discrimination
in education, lack of public awareness, povertydendevelopment and low
economic condition, low access on property ownersiiiwvomen and gender

discrimination is still challenging problem of theesent world too.

In case of Nepal, the traditional culture, conseveathinking, low literacy
rate, lack of employment opportunity are found aajam constraints to
empower the women and bring them in mainstream ramgof nation
development. Education is basic means of developnierthe past, women
had no access to education because people uséthkogirls have to go to
others house after their marriage and so peoplegtitathat it was useless to
provide education for them. But in the modern agkjcation has brought new
thought in our society that education is neceskarypoth man and woman for

fast economic and social development.

Women'’s property right was adopted und€raBnendment of civil code, 1975,
but such property was codified for the first tinme 1832 during the reign of

king Surendra Bikram Shah. The constitutional aigkiom of Nepal, 2047 has
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also preserved the women’s property right but pnaperty could get only after

the age of 35 years that she should unmarriedter tfe 15 years duration of

marriage when she separates with husband. Buadtendment ofluluki Ain,

2056 B.S. has provided equal property right (egtkydio land) to daughter and

son but she has to return received property ifrsagiages.

5.1.1 Socio-economic and Demogr aphic Char acteristics

Various conclusions are derived from this reseatatly. The major findings in

reference to the prescribed problems area are omeatibelow.

5.2 Conclusions

Based on the above summary and the findings, tlewiog conclusions could

be drawn.

Women'’s perception about equal property right ieatly or indirectly affected

by socio-cultural as well as economic factors. there is drastic variation in
the responses of agreement with the issue of wanaoctess over property
between married, unmarried and widow women. Therealso variation

according their occupational status. Even the thtsi@f women in service
sector also vary according to their ages, the Bldaged women have
traditional concepts and early aged women havetipesconcepts on the

women'’s access over property.

Measuring the property ownership of women, it carcbncluded that most of

the women are far from the property ownership efrthousehold.

Most of the women are well known about the existegal provisions. Most of
the women’s perception towards equal property riggyys that it helps to

improve the status of women however negligibleaayainst about it.

Women’s perception on education is greater rathan tproperty. However
there are some respondents who claimed that thewldshbe given both

property as well as education.

Women are also far from the access to make decadont social, economic as
well as political affairs such as household adbgit about household

expenditure, family education and treatment okgis
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5.3 Suggestions

The conclusion demonstrates that majority of worhawe negligible role in

decision making, responsibility and opportunity @ducation, economic,
political sectors but majority of women have majole, decision-making and
responsibility in the low status works as househetdk and health services
than other. Such result occurred due to the illitgr unemployment of women
and male dominant society. So, to achieve the #gual decision making,

responsibility and opportunity in these sectorsmea have to be given more

emphasizing to involvement in these sectors.

The study shows that women are in need of educagomployment and
political involvement rather than patriarchal prageight because this right to
women is seem intra-contradictory among women amdr-contradictory
among people. And on the other hand, this issuensaadigestible in our
society due to the socio-economic conditions; tleeee education is an
important factor rather than patriarchal propeaygive women for their self-

independent or self-development in their lives.
5.4 Recommendation for the Further Research

1. This study is limited to only one ward of Gaakdt VDC in Nawalparasi

District which is not sufficient to generalized wagart of country.

2. Such type of study must be done all over thenty to find out the

situation of women’s property right and other rgyht
