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Abstract

The present study entitled “Tense Aspect System between Kewarat and English’ has been
caried out to find out the main similarities and differences between Kewarat and
English.The researcher collected the data by visiting, distributing tools and interviewing with
forty Kewarat native speakers of Kewarat from Sunbarshi municipality of Morang district.
The researcher only consulted with the educated male and female native speakers. In course
of his research work the researcher also contacted, interviewed, telephoned and consulted
different research materials, books, journals and thesis in order to make the research
complete and valid.
