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ABSTRACT

The thesis entitled ‘Teachers' Perception towards and Practices of Techniques
used in Teaching Communicative Functions’ has been carried out to find out
teachers’ perception towards techniques and its practices in teaching
communicative functions at lower secondary level. The survey design was used
to accomplish this research work. The researcher selected ten lower secondary
schools of Sindhuli district and thirty teachers from each of the selected
schools. She used judgmental sampling procedure to sample the population.
Similarly, she collected data through questionnaire and classroom observation.
She kept the record of the techniques used by the teachers while teaching
communicative functions during her period of observation. The collected data
were analyzed and interpreted qualitatively and quantitatively. She used ssmple
statistical tools like frequency and percentage to present qualitative data as
guantitatively. From the analysis and interpretation of the data, the result of this
study showed that, most of the teachers have positive attitude towards learner
centered techniques (group work, discussion, pair work, interaction between
teachers and students, dialogue picture description, oral interview) and they
have been practicing those techniques in teaching communicative functions at

lower secondary level.
