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ABSTRACT

This study entitled “Role of Practice Teaching for Student Teachers’

Professional Development” has been carried out to find out the student

teachers perception on Practice Teaching for Teachers professional

development. The primary data was collected from the forty English

language student teachers from the Kathmandu valley who were selected

by using the purposive sampling procedure i.e. non-random sampling

procedure. The data obtained from the respondents through the close-

ended and open-ended questions wereanalyzed and interpreted

descriptively using simple statistical tools. Thestudy shows thatalmost all

the student teachers expressed their positive perception on practice

teaching for teachers’ professional development and improving classroom

practice. They also expressed that practice teaching was crucial part

ofteachers’ professional development.
